	Intended outcome
	Look at the different balance poses. Give chln a bean bag to balance on their head and challenge them to stay in their positions for twenty seconds. Which positions were easier or harder? Take photographs.

	Adult Led: Look at the three different towers (kapow). Challenge children in groups to re-create these towers using wooden blocks/multilink cubes. Test their stability. Challenge chln to predict which one will be most stable and why.

Continuous Provision Opportunity: Provide children with various junk modelling. Challenge them to create the tallest most stable tower. 
	Adult Led: Provide chln with the following equipment – paper straws, pipe cleaners and masking tape. Model how to create their own basketball hoop (watch teacher video for demonstration). 

Will it stand on its own? If not, what could we use that heavy to weight it down?

Then introduce some playdough to the chln, allow them to experiment placing this on different spots of their basketball hoop – how does this effect the stability? 
	Create a design template for a pencil pot – Can do this on IWB and create a whole class design. 

Look on kapow L4 and show children that they will be using a cardboard tube to make their pencil pot, put one on a table and model what happens if you put pens in it (falls over). How can we make this more stable? Explain you could use a wider base, where could you add something heavy to weigh the pot down?

Add a wide base to your design sheet, and then take suggestions as to what you could put on the pencil pot for a design (i.e. stars, spots, stripes). 
	Adult Led: Look at your design sheet from last lesson, remind chln of wide base, something heavy to weigh down the pencil pot (stability).

Continuous Provision: Chln provided with carboard tubes, various other junk modelling and glue/masking tape to join. Assist them in creating their own pencil pot. Encourage them to test as they go, if their pots fall over, how can they make it more stable?
